Materials Needed

Textbook:  Calculus 8th Edition by Larson, Hostetler, and Edwards  
Notebook:  You are required to maintain a three-ring binder to keep a record of your daily notes, classwork, and homework.
[image: image1.wmf]Graphing Calculator:  You are required to have a graphing calculator with you at all times.  Only non-QWERTY calculators approved by the College Board for the AP exam will be allowed.  Your teacher will be using a TI-83+ for classroom demonstrations.  Students who misuse the calculator (i.e. game playing, not on task) will be denied the possession of the calculator within the classroom.
Course Description

This course is designed as a college level calculus course.  The following topics in differential and integral calculus will be covered:  Functions, Derivatives, Integrals, and Limits with emphasis on applications of these concepts.  Students will have the opportunity to take the Advanced Placement exam upon completion of this course for possible college credit; however, it is recommended that students take AP Calculus II (spring semester) before attempting to take the Advanced Placement Test.  Enrolling in only one semester of AP Calculus is strongly discouraged.  If you do not plan on taking both semesters of AP Calculus, select Calculus instead.
Classroom Expectations

Tests and Quizzes – Each chapter will have at least one test and/or quiz.  Everyone will be required to take a comprehensive semester exam for the fall semester.  Only those students who do not take the AP exam on May 8th will be required to take a comprehensive semester exam for the spring semester.  Each test/quiz will be given in AP format.  This includes multiple-choice non-calculator and calculator questions, as well as non-calculator and calculator free response questions.

Homework - Completing homework on a daily basis is essential to your understanding of the concepts of calculus.  You are expected to complete each assignment with a reasonable effort, participate in discussion groups, and make corrections to your assignments.  5th period support will be assigned when a student is missing assignments.  Homework will be scored for feedback only.
