Notebook:  You are required to maintain a three-ring binder to keep a record of your daily notes, classwork, and homework.
[image: image1.wmf]Calculator:  Students are required to bring a scientific or graphing calculator to class at all times.  It is possible to borrow a graphing calculator from the school district while you are enrolled in this course.  Your teacher will be using a TI-83+ for classroom demonstrations.  Students who misuse the calculator (i.e. game playing, not on task) will be denied the possession of the calculator within the classroom.
Course Description

This is an upper level mathematics class that is intended for the mathematically capable and motivated student.  This course is designed to be demanding and rigorous while rewarding.  Students must have successfully completed Algebra I and Geometry with a C or better to be enrolled.  The 3 main goals of the course are to create independent learners and thinkers, connect the concepts of algebra to applications in the real world, and to the learn the algebra skills needed for Advanced Math studies.  The following topics will be covered:  Factoring, Systems of Equations, Inequalities, Quadratic Equations, Radicals, Complex Numbers, Polynomials, Rational Expressions, Probability and Statistics.
Classroom Expectations

In order to establish an effective and efficient learning environment, the following classroom rules have been developed:

1.  PREPARED – Bring all necessary materials to class.

2.  PROMPT – Be on time to class and with assignments.

            3.  POLITE – Show respect for other students and the teacher.  NO PUT DOWNS HERE!!!

4.  PRODUCTIVE – Participate in class discussions and complete all assigned work.

5.  OBEY ALL SCHOOL RULES.  

Consequences for not abiding by these rules will include a verbal warning, call to parent/guardian, detention, and office referral.  Inappropriate behavior will also be reflected in the habits of learning grades on the report card.

Assessments – Assessments are given every two weeks and make up 80% of your overall grade.  Assessments are cumulative, which means all concepts covered up to that point could be on the assessment.  
Homework - Completing homework on a daily basis is essential to your understanding of the concepts of algebra.  You are expected to complete each assignment with a reasonable effort, participate in discussion groups, and make corrections to your assignments.  5th period support will be assigned when a student is missing assignments.  Each day a 5 point quiz will be given on the homework from the night before.  Homework and daily quizzes will be scored for feedback only.

Habits of Learning

Motivation, Cooperation, Communication, and Responsibility will be scored on a 4.0 scale 
(1 - limited, 2 - developing, 3 - effective, 4 - commendable).

Make-up Work

After an absence, you are expected to complete all missed assignments, quizzes, and tests within a reasonable period of time.

Late Assignments

When a graded assignment such as a problem set or project is not submitted on the due date, the student will be assigned academic support.  If the assignment is still not completed after 5 school days, the assignment will be scored as a 0.
Re-Test Policy

If you perform poorly on a test, you may request to take a re-test after completing a contract and the required interventions.  Typical intervention strategies include test corrections, completion of all homework assignments leading up to the assessment, review packet, practice worksheets and online activities.  85% is the maximum score you can achieve through retesting.

Bring Your Own Device (BYOD)
